Materials Needed
· Image of Max Kalish’s Abe Lincoln at Gettysburg Address
· Copies of Abraham Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address

· Images of the Lincoln Memorial

· Paper

· Tea Bags

· Quill Pens

Goals:

Examine the importance of Abraham Lincoln during the Civil War through various images of Lincoln
Learning Activities:

· Springboard activity: Have students read various excerpts from the Gettysburg Address throughout various stations. Students will then write silently how they feel about the various quotes.
· After all groups have passed the various stations, students will share what they examined.

· Students will be engaged in a discussion about how this speech might show the turmoil occurring in our country during the Civil War. Also, the turmoil within Lincoln at this time

· Next, the teacher will present sculpture of Abraham Lincoln by Max Kalish, a Cleveland sculptor. 
· We will examine the emotions this sculpture shows about Lincoln at the time period

· We will also examine the Lincoln Memorial sculpture in Washington, D.C. to compare similarities and differences.

· After students have finished examining the art, we will construct a historical narrative in the form of a journal entry written by Lincoln in his office after he had given the Gettysburg Address. Students will use the tea bags to age the paper and quill pens to make it look as historical as possible.
