Objectives:  
Essential Questions: Who was Dr. Jared P. Kirtland and what is his connection with Lakewood High School? Why was he called the Socrates of the 19th century?  Who was Schrekengost  and what is his connection to art? Why do people think Johnny Appleseed is on the front of The Civic?  Is he?

Learning Activities:

Organized for one week of activities.
Students will research  Jared Kirtland, Viktor Schrekengost, John Chapman.

They will then make connections between the three men who lived 3 different centuries
and how they found their way to Lakewood High School.  They will need to separate the fact from the fiction that surrounds these people.

Teaching Methods:

Divide
 students into small groups 

They will take part in a scavenger hunt that begins at the Civic and ends at the library (to do research on the topics)

They will be given a list of things to find on the hunt.

Assessment:

     Students will be given disposable cameras.  They will need to locate 6 sites around Lakewood (from a prepared list of possibilities from LPL’s local history files) they feel should be preserved for their historical significance.  They will be expected to provide a compelling argument for their choice.
